Mecum Glendale 2021 records $42.3 million in sales 
 
Mecum Auctions set a new record-high sales total for its Glendale, Arizona, auction, held 
March 18-20 this year at State Farm Stadium. The 2021 auction reached $42.3 million in 
overall sales totals, a more than 14% increase over Mecum’s first auction in Glendale, 
which itself had been a record-setting event as the highest-grossing inaugural event in 
company history. 
 
A total of 712 of the 829 offered vehicles hammered sold for an exceptional 86% sell-
through rate, and the auction’s top seller achieved a sale price of $2.7 million.
