Spotlight: Unique classic car restoration
program at McPherson College gets younger
generation interested in old cars

The Valley of the Sun Pontiac club always supports investing in young people who would
like to maintain and even own classic Pontiacs. This is proven by our current support for the
EVIT automotive classes.

Our club is onboard with the goal to keep our Pontiacs on the road and this means we
need to have a good supply of people who have the skills to keep them on the road so they
can be enjoyed by Pontiac enthusiasts and the general public.

McPherson College, based in Kansas, was established in 1976 thanks to the generosity
and foresight of a local Kansas entrepreneur who gifted the college over 125 classic and
antique cars. This huge gift in turn provided initial funds for their automotive restoration
program.

Four-year degree

McPherson is the only college in the
country to offer a 4-year bachelor’s liberal arts
and technology degree in automotive
restoration with a strong focus on classic and i
vintage cars. With a 12:1 student/teacher : Y
ratio, the college offers not only hands-on

In 1997, their automotive restoration
program attracted the attention of comedian  E
and car collector Jay Leno, who established the Fred S. Duesenberg Scholarship and the Jay
Leno Popular Mechanics scholarship. Both scholarships continue to provide financial
assistance to students interested in studying classic automotive restoration. Jay Leno’s
involvement raised awareness of the program in the car collector community.

McPherson 1s the only college in the country to offer a 4-year bachelor’s
liberal arts and technology degree in automotive restoration with a
strong focus on classic and vintage cars.

Currently there are 175 students enrolled in McPherson’s automotive restoration program
which provides hands-on instruction on classic cars such as engine mechanics, mechanical
systems, bodywork, upholstery & trim, paint chemistry and sheet metal shaping. The college
allows their students to make industry connections with companies such as Hagerty,
Mercedes-Benz Classic Center, RM Sotheby's, and Classiccars.com (media).

There are many activities and opportunities for students to show their new skills learned
at McPherson College. The school enters one of their restored vehicles in the annual Copper
State Rally.



Award at Pebble Beach

The students in the auto restoration program were awarded a second place in the Postwar
Luxury category in 2023 for their restored 1953 Mercedes-Benz 300S Cabriolet at the 72nd
Pebble Beach Concours d’ Elegance. It was entirely restored by students at McPherson
College and it was the first time in the history of the show that a car restored by students
landed a podium spot.

There is also a student-led club called C.A.R.S (College Automotive Restoration
Students). This
year the club will
mark its 25th
anniversary. The
club gives students
an opportunity to

get together and share their passion for
automobiles outside of the classroom.
Club members are able to participate in
numerous events throughout the year,
including car shows, cruises, travel, old

car movie nights, and insider trips to
museums and private collections. The
highlight of each year is the student-led
C.A.R.S. Show in the spring, where
students plan their own large car show
unlike anything else in the area. Around
400 cars enter the show from around the
country.

The graduation rate for the 4-year
bachelor’s degree in automotive restoration is about 85%, with about 95% of the students
finding a job within six months after graduation and 2/3 of graduates securing a job before
graduation!

Graduates working in the Phoenix area
There are about 10 businesses in the Phoenix area that employ graduates of the
McPherson College restoration program. It was learned that about 90% of the students in the



program are out-of-state for the 2025-2026 school year. Tuition for out-of-state students is
$49,000 which includes campus housing. Costs can be lower with financial aid.

McPherson says 100% of students receive financial assistance each year from
federal/state programs, work-study programs and educational loans. Most students rely on
scholarship support for tuition. The average automotive restoration student needs about
$14,500 in aid towards their tuition.

Our Pontiac club is looking into the possibility of providing tuition support/scholarship
for McPherson College students enrolled in their automotive program that are from Arizona.
For the current school year McPherson College has 3 students from Arizona enrolled in the
program, consisting of 2 juniors and 1 senior, and all have better than a 3.5 GPA.
